The Film Festival will celebrate its double anniversary – one is the 50th anniversary since the Film Festival was founded and the second, the 20th consecutive edition of this Film Festival. Back in 1970, on December 5th, the film festival was organized for the first time. Since then, 972 Bulgarian films have been projected at the film festival. 

Since 2003, the film festival has become international, with 179 films from 92 foreign authors participating so far.

· The International Festival of the Amateur Historical Films is held every two years, every 'even' year
· This festival is a competitive film festival.
· The following films - feature films, documentaries and animations (cartoons) - that have not been featured in previous editions of this Film Festival may participate.

· Films made by a single author or by a collective which are non-professional can participate in the Film Festival.

· Pornographic, xenophobic and degrading human dignity films are not allowed at the Film Festival.

· The Film Festival will be held at the end of June 2020 ( from June 26 to June 28, 2020).

Film Festival Jury

· Film Festival Jury is with an international members.

· The awards given by the Film Festival Jury are as follows:

· Best Movie Award - first, second and third prize

· Gentcho Gentchev Movie Award –  for a movie with a duration of up to 5 minutes

· Best Young Author Movie Award - up to 30 years old.

· Award for an author who is the same age as the Film Festival (born in 1970).
· Script Award

· Directing award

· Continuity Award 

· Camerawork Award 

· Movie Sound Award

· Special awards given by the organizers of the film festival.

· The film festival jury has the right to change awards number and title.

· The Film Festival will issue a Certificate of participation to each screened movie.

· The film festival jury and the Operating bureau have the right to prohibit the participation of a movie that does not meet the requirements of the Regulation.

· Participation is not allowed when applications for participation and films have not been received by the deadline.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

- A single Application for participation for each film must be send.

- Film information – tile, duration (length) and format. Short movie annotation (for foreign films - in English or Russian).

- Film Author information - country, city, club, name, age, does he (she) works in electronic media, post address, telephone, E-mail.

-  Film Author information declares following:

The used photo, video and audio materials do not conflict with copyright.

Agrees his (her) film to be used by the film festival organizers for an  amateur cinema  popularization in electronic media such as television and the Internet

· Participants should indicate on which days they will attend the festival.

FILM TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS 

· Film (Movie) length - up to 20 minutes

· Film format – DVD, MPG-2, MPG-4 and other HD formats

· Short film annotation in Bulgarian, English or Russian.

· Film subtitles in English or Russian would be desirable.

ORGANIZATIONAL NOTES

Preliminary program of the Film Festival

· 26 June 2020, Friday - Film Festival Opening. Projection of films participated in the competition

· 27 June 2020, Saturday - Projection of films participated in the competition. Jury discussion of all presented films. Filmfans night.

· 28 June 2020, Sunday – Awarding. Film Festival Closing.

The operating bureau may change the preliminary order depending on the duration of the projection.

The hotel booking for participants is responsibility of the operating bureau according to Application for participation.

All costs of film festival participants are at sending institutions expense.

The operating bureau ensures the stay of foreign festival participants during the film festival days - one representative per film only.

In case the author of the award-winning film does not attend the film festival, the operating bureau will send the award to the winner via post if an address is provided.
